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Baghouse is the generic name for Air Pollution 
Control Equipment that is designed around the use 
of engineered fabric filter tubes, envelopes or 
cartridges for the dust capturing, separation or 
filtering process.  
 
In addition to the portable baghouse on No.7 Blast 
Furnace, Algoma Steel currently has baghouses in 
operation in Cokemaking, the Lime Plant, the 
Desulphurization Station, Steelmaking CAS-OB, Hot 
Metal Transfer Station and Steelmaking Secondary 
Emission Controls. 
 
A compact baghouse is designed for use in a 
relatively small horizontal space and can be mounted 
on the back of a flat bed truck for portability and 
temporary applications.
